PRESS RELEASES

On March 18, 2006; the Watauga Gun Club held its monthly I.D.P.A. shooting match. I.D.P.A. stands for the
International Defensive Pistol Shooting Association. This Association is a group that promotes “defensive pistol shooting
as a sport using practical equipment (guns regularly used for self defense) including full charge ammunition to solve
simulated real world self defense scenarios.” Handguns are divided into five divisions. These are Custom Defensive
Pistol (.45 caliber single action semi-automatic pistols) Stock Service Pistols (double action semi-automatic pistols)
Enhanced Service Pistols (Single action semi-automatic pistols of other caliber’s than .45), Stock Service Revolver
(revolvers that are reloaded by other means than a “moon clip”), and Enhanced Service Revolver (revolvers that are
reloaded by means of a “moon clip”). Each division has five classifications within it. These are Novice, Marksman,
Sharpshooter, Expert, and Master.

The March match consisted of four stages or scenarios that required a minimum of 45 shots per competitor.

Thirty-eight competitors attended this event. Division and Class Winners are: CDP Master — Rick Oakes; CDP Expert —
Robert Niemi; CDP Sharpshooter — Charles Sams; CDP Marksman — Donald Witherspoon; CDP Novice — Ernest Vannoy;
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ESP Expert — Steve Byerly; ESP Sharpshooter — David Johnson; ESP Marksman — Matthew Horney; SSP Expert — Doyle
Ward; SSP Sharpshooter — Donald Witherspoon; SSP Marksman — Cameron Pressley; SSP Novice — Buddy Ward; and
Master — Dennis McMahan.

The Qualification Match that determines the classification in which a person competes was also held. This match requires
90 shots per competitor. Forty people completed this match.

Watauga Gun Club hosts its first ATA (Amateur Trap Association) shoot this past Saturday April 1. If your first
thought is, what is trap shooting? Trap shooting is one of the nations top shotgun shooting sports, it falls right in the ranks
of skeet shooting, and sporting clays. The ATA (Amateur Trap Association) is found in almost every state from Alaska to
Hawaii. North Carolina has a very strong following in the Amateur Tarp Association and Watauga Gun Club has been very
strong in its development and support over the years.

Just what is trap shooting? The rules of trap shooting are very simple; you shoot five shots from five different stations, at
clay targets flying out of a house in front of you at different angles. You do this for four times to complete a round of
targets, which means you have one hundred targets in a round. Now inside this you have three different events, singles,
handicap, and doubles. Singles you are shooting from the 16yd line and your class is determined by your average after
five hundred targets. Handicap is determined by your shooting skills, as your shooting improves you are placed at
different yardage’s up to 27 yards. Then there is doubles where you still shoot from five stations, but this time you are
presented with two targets at the same time. Simple!

Better get back to business. April 1 was the clubs first shoot for 2006. In the face of winds up to thirty miles an hour, we
had twenty-three shoots show off their skill at trap shooting. The winning scores are as follows:

Senator Dianne Fienstien has contracted the U.S. Border Patrol asking for their endorsement of legislation she is
proposing to ban .50 caliber rifles. The person that wrote the response to her letter stated that there has never been an
incident in which a .50 caliber rifle was used to assault a Border Patrol Officer. He said that 56% of all assaults were
Mexican’s throwing rocks at Patrolmen. This was followed by assaults by cars and motor vehicles, physical assaults
(fistfights), with assaults by firearms being fourth. Most of these assaults by firearms are people attempting to enter the
country illegally shooting over their shoulders as they retreat back across the border. When asked how the Patrol would
respond to an attack by a .50 caliber weapon the reply was they would use the appropriate amount of force to contain the
situation, as they always do.

The Border Patrol did not endorse this legislation to the best of my knowledge. Who knows what other agencies such as
the FBI or Federal Marshals Office have done? The person wanting to enter this country illegally to live and work cannot
afford a .50 caliber rifle because he wants to come to a country where he can make more than 46 cents a day. The drug
dealers that smuggle guns across the border do not have to worry about the costs of the gun. However, does Ms.
Fiensttein actually expect a law preventing the law abiding citizens of this country from owning a .50 caliber to affect
criminals living in another country and already breaking major felony legislation? How? Our laws are not binding in
Mexico. These people are already committing serious felonies. | just do not understand. Am | stupid or is she? To the
best of my knowledge, a modern .50 caliber rifle has never been used to commit a crime. | am sure somebody probably
used a muzzleloader or a buffalo gun to do so in years past, but not recently.
